Special Arrangements for facing the epidemic

A. Zoom Lessons

In view of the coronavirus disease (COVID-19) epidemic in 2019, our
school suspended all or part of the classroom face-to-face teaching
activities at the beginning of the school year. During this period, our
school tried to help students learn at home through Zoom lessons. In
order for students to successfully perform the Zoom lessons, our
school has the following arrangements:

e Each classroom is equipped with two computers, and the
computer is connected to a projector, so teachers can effectively
conduct online teaching.

During the class suspension period, the school applied for different
programs such as the "Community Nursing Fund Assistance Program"
and "Gleeful E-learning Journey". Free e-learning devices such as
tablets or pocket Wi-fi devices were provided to the students in need
for the online lessons. We appreciate the kind support and donations
from organizations such as the Hong Kong Jockey Club Char|t|es Trust
and St. James' Settlement.




B. Face-to-Face Lessons

Starting in February we resumed face-to-face classes. We
maintained the environmental hygiene of our school premises as
far as we could to safeguard the health of our students. We hope
that students enjoy their learning in a safe environment.

thoroughly cleaned and disinfected. After class resumptions,
our school hired outsourcing services. The campus was
disinfected regularly.

e A air purifiers were purchased for each classroom, and other
common rooms to improve indoor air quality.

» Before students enter the school, they must use an infrared
thermometer to measure their body temperature and
ensure that they do not have a fever. After that, they must
disinfect their hands with hand sanitizer.
